Assignments for DREAM Dubrovnik 2012
For the Intro Session, come prepared to say a few words about your background, current research interests and what you would like to gain out of DREAM.

For the session on Effectuation, please come with comments and criticism of the Effectuation book and feel free to raise specific questions and doubts about things you do not understand or want to get input from me and the other participants on.  The central purpose for the discussion is to share my research journey with you while at the same time (a) coming to grips with effectuation from as many angles as possible (b) to develop a deep understanding of the logic and (c) to explore its implications for future research.  The format will be an open discussion roughly based on a slide deck  – I will moderate the discussion with the objective of clarifying the contents of the book and thinking together with you how to develop them further.

For the two sessions on Economics, please read each paper and summarize into one page each.  Then come with a list of questions and topics you would want discussed in the session.  The main objective of these two sessions is for you to develop a clear understanding of key concepts in economics and learn how to apply them to entrepreneurship in general and to effectuation in particular.  
For the session on Designing Research Projects, we will select one research question from the students themselves and walk step by step through how to design an empirical study on that question.  We will then use the two papers assigned for this session to generate more research questions that would be interesting to study.  So please read these two papers before coming to class.
For the two sessions on empirical work, carefully read the assigned papers.  

For each paper, please come ready to critique the methods, from design to sample to analysis, and consider:  How else might the study have been done?  What were the main weakness?  How could those weaknesses be overcome?  What worked and did not work and how did the paper get published?  You have to come up with AT LEAST TEN THINGS that are wrong with the paper/s assigned for each session.
During the one-on-one sessions, you will have the opportunity to discuss YOUR work with me and/or other instructors of DREAM.  Depending on time available, we may do this individually or in breakout groups.  Note:  Your work does NOT have to be related to effectuation at all -- we will be happy to provide you feedback on anything you choose to bring to us. 
The point of the one-on-one sessions is to help you apply your learnings from DREAM to improving your current paper or design a new paper.  This should involve some team work, before or after the one-on-one sessions.  So you should be prepared to work on each others’ papers, not only on your own paper.  

In your final presentation, you will present your own work that you have discussed with others and modified using your learnings from DREAM.  Feel creative to present your ideas any way you choose to – standard slide decks, posters, drawings, stories, skits, animation – any format you choose will be welcome. Do not hesitate to ask for specific feedback and/or keep it interactive and engaging in other ways.

At the end of the program, you can send us a paper that we will read and review and provide feedback on.  You can either use a paper or a dissertation chapter that you are already working on, including anything you might already have sent in as part of the DREAM application process – revised based on ideas gathered at the retreat.  Or you can write a new one incorporating ideas from the retreat, either on your own or in collaboration with another participant.  
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
